2019. The Plan provides a strategic approach to coastal
hazard adaptation.

Key elements of community
feedback that are now being incorporated into the final
document include:

v' Adding descriptive information for background imagery
v Including additional location information in some maps

v' Emphasising the important role of rivers and estuaries in
shaping our coastal zone, and integrated catchment and
coastal management

v' Recognising the importance of the marine environment,
and integrated coastal and marine management

v" Emphasising the importance of agriculture for the economy
(in addition to tourism)

v Including a strategic action to seek collaborations to
enhance knowledge on long-term coastal hazard impacts
on native species and important ecosystems in the region,
including terrestrial, freshwater and marine environments

v Including the 2060 Erosion Prone Area and Storm Tide
Inundation Maps in Supplement C.
